Slides 3-6: The Introduction

Who was John Brown?  What did he do (identify two major actions)?  When did he take these actions?  Why did he do it?

Slide 7: How did John Brown get the money to pay for his fight against slavery?   Do you think the people who funded him faced any risks?  Explain.

Slide 8:  Where did John Brown choose to take his fight?  Why there?

Slides 10 – 14:  Briefly explain what happened during John Brown’s raid Harpers Ferry, October 18, 1859.

Slides 16 – 20: Briefly explain what happened after John Brown’s raid?  What happened to Brown? What did Brown think about the consequences he faced?  Read slide 19 closely.
Slides 21 – 23: Briefly explain what happened to the men who joined Brown on his raid.  Of the men identified in these slides, how many were not killed or executed?

Slide 24: What happened to Brown’s six “secret supporters” after the raid?  Were they in danger?  How did they respond?

Slides 25:  Once the Civil War began, how was John Brown viewed by troops in the Union Army?  

Slides 27 – 29:  Pick one of the slides and explain what idea about Brown the artist is trying to convey.
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
